“At Home Reading” for
Pleasure and Practice

As parents you are your child’s first teacher, and
partnering with us will help make your child a
successful reader.  Here are some tips to use when
reading at home with your child for pleasure or
practice.

It sometimes is helpful if a family member reads
the passage first.  That way your child hears the
flow of language and is better able to predict
unknown words.

A natural part of your child’s reading develop-
ment is memorization.  As children practice read-
ing the passages, they may memorize them...that
is ok...they will continue to recognize more words
in print and also gain fluency.

It is helpful to guide your child’s hand or finger
along with the print while reading, so the oral
language continues to be connected to print.

Children need help with their reading when they
are having difficulty.  The type of help we give is
important.  We want to keep children thinking as
they are reading and teach them problem solving
strategies when they encounter unknown words.

These reading and thinking strategies include:

Giving children “think time” to see what they
attempt to do themselves.

Having children “get their mouth ready” for the
initial and/or final sounds.
Stretching out the word.

Asking children what would make sense there.
Using the picture to figure the word out.

Substituting another word that makes sense.
Telling children the word.

Thank you for helping your child with these
strategies.
